17mm to 28mm
Total Wall Thickness

Range from the Nogging face to the Stud Face is
27mm as shown.

Adjustment range from the finished face of the tiles
to the stud is 177mm to 28mm as shown.

Check Wall Mixer Lugs are Flush to Stud to allow for
installation of sheet and tiles

Check Lugs (Highlighted in ORANGE) are
Flush with Front of Stud.
